The only variable stars of the Mira type noted during my search on
Franklin-Adams plates are RS Cen (minimum observed at J.D. 2423814)
and a new faint one situated at 10oh47™3%7, — 56°18"7 (1875). This variable
passed a maximum of perhaps 13™ at about J.D. 2423847 and the period
appears to be approximately 245 days.
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
