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Introduction 

Postage stamps and related objects are miniature communication tools, and they tell a 
story about cultural and political identities and about artistic forms of identity 
expressions. They are part of the world’s material heritage, and part of history. Ever 
more of this postal heritage becomes available online, published by stamp collectors’ 
organizations, auction houses, commercial stamp shops, online catalogues, and 
individual collectors. Virtually collecting postage stamps and postal history has recently 
become a possibility. These working papers about Africa are examples of what can be 
done. But they are work-in-progress! Everyone who would like to contribute, by 
sending corrections, additions, and new area studies can do so by sending an email 
message to the APH editor: Ton Dietz (dietzaj@asc.leidenuniv.nl).

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Introduction 

The Archipel of the Comores consists of four major islands and a few small ones. During the 

19th Century Mayotte, Anjouan, Grande Comore and Mohéli became French territories, until 

1911 each with their own postage stamps, then administered as part of Madagascar, and 

from 1946 as a separate colonial entity again, with postage stamps as ‘Archipel des Comores’ 

between 1950 and 1975. In 1975 three islands declared their Independence from France, but 

Mayotte decided to remain part of France. For the other Comoran territories  (both before 

1912 and after 1975) see APH34. 

1. Mayotte, 1841-1912 

1.1 Introduction 

“Mayotte, consisting of the islands Grande-Terre (24 miles by 14 miles) and Petite-Terre ( 4 square 

miles), is located between Madagascar and Mozambique in the Mozambique Channel of the Indian 

Ocean”. http://bigblue1840-1940.blogspot.com/2013/12/ClassicalStampsofMayotte.html  

 

http://3.bp.blogspot.com/-

5K66lyjKEX0/Ue1yLhkJ5II/AAAAAAAAQTk/UYjrSV6mnQk/s320/map_of_comoros-and-mayotte.jpg  

French colony since 1892.

the beginning of the 1840s. It was the French administrative and postal center in the archipelago. 

Between 1911 and 1975, Mayotte's postal history is the same as the other Comoros: part of the 

Madagascar colony, then part of the Comoros Archipelago overseas territory”.

1.2 Postal services 1841-1892 

Prior to 1892: “Mayotte became a French colony when commandant Passot bought the island from 

sultan Andriantsouli, at the beginning of the 1840s. Few letters posted before 1900 in Mayotte or the

  “The first stamps from the Imperial Eagle series, common to all French colonies, were sent late 

1861-start 1862. They were dispatched between Mayotte and Nos[s]y Be, a northern Madagascan 

island. The oldest known stamped letter from Mayotte is dated December 1863. The next shipments 

of stamps were dispatched from Mayotte to the three other Comorian islands when they fell under 

French influence. At this time, "Mayotte et dépendances" (Mayotte and dependencies) was written 

on the date stamp where the letters originated; only the sender's address or the correspondence 

point to the real origin. Moreover, until the 1870s, the cancellation is a rhombus of points with a hole

 “Mayotte's area is 374 square kilometres (144 sq mi) and, with its 212,645 people, is very densely 

populated at 569 per km² (1,473 per sq mi). The biggest city and prefecture is Mamoudzou on 

Grande-Terre. However, the Dzaoudzi–Pamandzi International Airport is located on the neighbouring 

island of Petite-Terre. The territory is geographically part of the Comoro Islands. The territory is also 

known as Maore, the native name of its main island, especially by advocates of its inclusion in the 

Union of Comoros. 

The island was populated from neighbouring East Africa with later arrival of Arabs, who brought the 

Islamic religion. A sultanate was established in 1500. In the 19th century, Mayotte was conquered by 

Andriantsoly, former king of Iboina on Madagascar, and later by the neighbouring islands Mohéli and 

then Anjouan before being purchased by France in 1841. The people of Mayotte voted to remain 

politically a part of France in the 1974 referendum. Mayotte became an overseas department on 31 

March 2011 and became an outermost region of the European Union on 1 January 2014, following a 

2009 referendum with an overwhelming result in favour of the department status”.

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Mayotte Island has also undergone a blockade from the Comoros authorities, just after the 

independence events in 1975, as it has refused to join the three other islands, preferring to stay 

under the French administration. One well-known philatelic consequence of this blockade is the 

temporary lack of 10 fc and 50 fc stamps in Mayotte post-offices between December 1975 and 

February 1976. The solution to this stamps shortage, adopted by the island prefect Younoussa 

Bamana, was to cut the remaining 20 fc, 100 fc and 200 fc stamps in 2 or 4 parts. It concerns around 

1.000 pieces, from 5 different stamps, made in two stages (17th December 1975 and 16th January 

1976)… 

The French franc has replaced the Comorian franc in Mayotte in the last days of February 1976, until 

the coming of the euro currency (€) at the same date as in France (1st January 2002). 

The administrative and legal situations of Mayotte in the last quarter of the 20th century (“territorial 

community”) were an original mixing of different origins, including the Muslim right still 

predominant, and also some laws from the colonial period. Nowadays, Mayotte gets clearly involved 

in the direction of a pure French subdivision called “département”, completely integrated to the 

European Union. Hence, the present political discussion in Mayotte concerns for instance the ways 

and delay to stop the polygamy. 

In the philatelic point of view, the “territorial community” of Mayotte has adopted the French 

stamps from March 1976 to the 31st December 1996. Then, the Mayotte postal authorities ..have 

issued their own stamps from 1997.. However, during a period of three months between the 2nd 

January and 29th March 1997, the using of both French and Mayotte stamp was authorized in the 

island… Since 1997, Mayotte issues around 12 stamps every year, depicting exclusively local subjects. 

The number of post-offices has gradually increased in the two last decades, reaching now about 

twenty (with three different post-office classes).. 

b) A variety of overprint on "Marianne" stamps (2003) 

It seems that a postal service in mayotte made, in autumn 2003, a local overprint "MAYOTTE" on the 

French Marianne 0.02 € and 0.05 € stamps due to a temporary lack of these values. This local 

overprint is much larger than the normal "mayotte" printed in France. These stamps were sold 

exclusively in the Mayotte post offices”.
