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Facing Society investigates
the identities of the indigenous
peoples of the Caribbean
before and after 1492 through
an analysis of intentional
cranial modification. Using a
multidisciplinary approach
combining archaeology,
ethnography, ethnohistory,
and sociology, this study
explores the social ties of
this permanent alteration
of the human skull shape in

Caribbean communities.
