RESPONSIBILITY: A FICTION ESSENTIAL TO DEMOCRATIC 
GOVERNMENT

The responsibility of the rulers vis-â-vis the ruled (or the elected representatives 
of the ruled) is the crux of traditional forms of democracy. In practice, however, 
this responsibility is eroded in two ways: the ruled or their representatives are 
unable or unwilling to excercise their rights in an effective way and the rulers 
themselves are hemmed in by forces and circumstances beyond their conttol. 
This is illustrated by the position of Dutch cabinet ministers and their relation­
ships to parliament. In a modem society, forms of direct democracy do not offer 
a realistic alternative. Therefore, the author concludes with a discussion of ways 
and means to decrease the gap between the formal and real powers and respon­
sibilities of the cabinet and parliament.

In sampling is is necessary to take into consideration the significance level of 
the estimations. The Netherlands having a multi-party system, in which small 
changes of party support can be decisive for the political constellation, it is 
highly questionnable if sampling is an instrument refined enough for an 
accurate estimation of party support.
On the basis of twelve surveys conducted in 1969-1970 and making allowance 
for the significance level of the data, it can only be said, that as compared with 
the national elections of 1967 the Democrats ’66 gain in support, that the 
Farmers’ Party, the Catholic People’s Party and the Communists lose support 
and that the other parties remain equal. Reducing two or more soundings after 
party support taken at about the same time to one sounding, only from the 
Democrats ’66 and the Farmers can it be said that their support has changed 
as compared with the 1967 election.
Comparing the eighteen surveys that were conducted at about the same time, 
it appears that the results of one of them differs in many respects with the 
results of the other, while the other surveys compared with each other aU 
seem to be equally well or equally bad.
The differences between the data vary by party, particularly with regard to the 
Farmers’ Party and the Communists. These differences can be explained by 
the different survey methods the pollsters use. The composition of the sample 
varies with regard to confession (resulting in an ’overrepresentation’ of catholic, 
christian-historical and socialist voters in the NIPO-polls) and with regard to 
prosperity (resulting in an ’overrepresentation’ of liberals and democrats ’66 in 
the Veldkamp polls).The Veldkamp pollsters ask the interviewee to cast a secret 
and written ’vote’, in the NIPO poll the ’vote’ is casted orally; this different 
practice seems to result in a larger support for the Farmers’ Party, the Pacifist 
Socialist Party, the Communist Party and may be the Liberal Party in the 
Veldkamp data,

OLD AGE PENSIONS: A PLEA FOR A GOVERNMENTAL POLICY 
by P. D, Duiker

The social-economic problem of pension has in its one hundred years of existence 
seldom been treated as a political issue.
The provision of pensions in the Netherlands is still insufficient. All pensioners 
receive an equal benefit supplied by the government (for couples about 70% of 
the gross minimum income); (50-60% of them receive supplementary payments. 
The civil servants have the best arrangement: a benefit based on a fixed level 
of prosperity. Such a benefit is not enjoyed by the industrial workers.
An improvement of the position of pensioners is pursued in many ways, but 
the high costs, the different opinions about the way to finance pensions, and 
the complexities of the administrative structure, render a solution difficult.
The author pleads for a govermental policy regarding pensions, i.e. the govern­
ment should announce ways along which, within a stated term, a good situation 
of pensions could be reached. Such a pohcy should deal with the factors that 
obstruct a good pension situation,

THE PRISONERS OF THE DILEMMA
by J. W. Nobel

There are models of Prisoner’s Dilemma which are by no means equivalent. On 
the one hand there is a game theoretical model which is based strictly on the 
concept of utility. On the other hand there is a ’real life’ model which has 
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become popular in social and political writing and in gaming, which is based on 
an completely different concept of the stakes as suggested by the figures in the 
matrix. Not to distinguish between these two leads to much confusion. The 
reasoning which is valid in the game theoretical framework — spelling out the 
consequences of underlying utility theory — has no significance for the analysis 
of prisoner’s dilemma, once the conditions of game theory have been dropped. 
In the purely game theoretical approach it turns out, on closer inspection, that 
there is no dilemma involved, neither in the decision to act on certain utilities, 
nor, necessarily, in the assignment of utihties to basic outcomes. Therefore the 
solution put forward by game theory for this problem, has no meaning for real 
life prisoner’s dilemma’s, where the dilemma between cooperation at the risk 
of being double-crossed, and non-cooperation at the risk of losing the benefits 
of mutual cooperation, is acutely felt. As far as prisoner’s dilemma and, more 
generally, non-zero sum games are concerned, it can be concluded that the utihty 
concept which is employed by game theory, robs the model of all practical 
significance. However, if the conditions of game theory are relaxed, the model 
may be employed usefully for the analysis of the processes by which the dilemma 
is empirically resolved one way or the other. Depending on the number of 
players or parties to the conflict, and depending on the number of possible 
outcomes and the values attached to them, processes take place in the minds of 
the players modifying the values they attach to different outcomes, so that in the 
end the dilemma may be overcome. An example, speculating on this procees, is 
given in the form of the armament/disarmament dilemma. Generally speaking, 
interaction between the structure of conflicts and values of participants may 
prove a rewarding field of study.
